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Dr. Francis Kobayashi Receives O’Hara Award

An Asian Pacific alumnus, Dr. Francis M. Kobayashi'47, '48MS, '53Ph.D. was selected by the ND
Alumni Association board to be this year's recipient of the John Cardinal O’Hara Award.

With the 2006 John Cardinal O'Hara Award, the Alumni Association chose to honor a triple
Domer who has devoted his life to the University as professor, researcher and administrator. Dr. Kobaya-
shi is Professor Ementus of Aerospace and Mechanical Engineering. He retired a decade ago as assistant
vice president of the Graduate School research division. For much of his career, he was a tireless pro-
moter of the research interests of the Notre Dame faculty.

Dr. Kobayashi taught and conducted ground-breaking research at Notre Dame and received the
Student Government's Faculty Service Award in 1958. He worked briefly for the fledgling National Sci-
ence Foundation (NSF) in Washington, DC, before returning to his alma mater where he worked for thirty
years. At Notre Dame, he promoted and assisted faculty in their sponsored research work. His own re-
search benefited from grants from a wide variety of sources including the NSF, the Office of Naval Re-
search and Bendix Corporation. His university service spanned everything from the Committee on the Use
of Human Subjects in Research to the Faculty Senate. He married Saint Mary's College graduate
Monique Hai-Yen Kobayashi. They are the proud parents of three children - all Domers.
